Water Report

Bob Kooyman and Garl Fink reported that there are leaks in Riverside which have been complicated by the River overflow.  Some meters are still under water.  The automated system is working great and has been very effective in notifying the board of problems.  
Some electronics in the 30 foot  pit were damaged by water.  We need permanent 110 power installed to run a pump to remove excess water. 

HLA water will be audited by the State this year.  Garl distributed a copy of the Cross Connection Control Policy which will be signed by Garl and Dean and posted on the HLA website.  Brett Christiansen is working on a policy in case of contamination of the water to properly notify members.  We need to have 3-4 ways of notifying members in the case of  water contaminants.  Dean will check to see if the code red system is a possibility.

The bark bags helped prevent frost in several meters.  Bob and Garl will try insulation on the meters that froze anyway.

Less than 25% of our members are at Hidden Lake at any given time.  We can document the adequacy of our system because we know the frequency in which the pump turns on.

There are two fire valves installed on the pump to have full pressure available in case of fire.  There are laminated instructions in the pumphouse, but Garl would like the entire board to know how to switch it on in case of fire.

Road Report
Rob discussed the road repair to the Jurkiewicz cabin.  A research of the minutes will be necessary to find the original agreement.  This item will be tabled pending research.  Meanwhile we have some expenses for the road repair and upgrade.

Motion:  The Association will pay Clay for the work he’s done so far pending a research of the minutes and a breakdown of the expenses between the Association and the Jurkiewicz’.

Rob discussed the flood damage to association roads.  This year was unusual as all the water came down at once.  Rob needs some additional funds to repair the water damage.  The culvert in the lower parking area and the culvert in the ditch between the river and the gate need to be repaired.  We’ll put road base in the parking lot and let it settle before chipping.  Repairs in the lower parking lot will be about $2500 - $3000.   Culvert and repairs in Riverside are necessary at a cost of about $4,000.  Those funds will come from the $14,000 holdover to finish the water system.  

Motion:  An Additional $7,000 will be approved for flood repair under line item 330.

Motion:  $6200 from the surplus fund will be approved to pay Clay for the improvement of Pine Way under line item 340.  The Jurkiewicz’ will then reimburse that fund.

General Maintenance Report
Steve reported on the assignments for work day.  An e-mail reminder should bring a good turnout.  We need to pull all dead wood out 10 feet back from the road.  Other assignments include:  meter reading, filling potholes, cleaning gutters, improving the lake road, upper parking, paint bridge, replace flag, mow and tidy up pumphouse park, trash pickup on highway and around the gate etc. etc.  Lynn has lunch ready to go at 1:00 p.m.
Ways and Means Report
Congratulations to our treasurer Diane Duncan Butler who was recently married!

Dean has a form letter he’ll send out to those who have not yet paid their dues.  Those who are delinquent will be allowed to pay the $50 delinquent fee until August 2nd at which time their water and fobs will be turned off.  An additional $100 late fee will then be charged, as well as a lien on property.

Ken Robinson spent his work hours spraying thistle but didn’t get his hours reported.

Public Safety Report

Troy reported that his virtual committee is up and running.   The best systems are wireless, with control central located elsewhere.  They hope to have a security system up and running within the next 6 months.  
We don’t have logs from Chappell Logging yet.  Troy has a crane coming for his house that could set the logs if they are ready.   Garl has been in communication with Lew Chappell and will oversee getting the logs for the gate.

General
There was some discussion about Lot 151 and the conflict over its ownership.  The board discussed whether to accept dues from someone other than the property owner on title.  Dean will contact the attorney.

Sterling Folland from Mt. Valley Ranches indicated that he’s had a problem with Hidden Lakes Association members trespassing onto his property.  Dean advised him to notify the police and cite people if he can determine who it is.   Dean asked Ron Greensides to handle this issue as a special project.
Lynn would like to make a big map with streets and cabin numbers for the bulletin board in the parking lot.  We’ve asked members several times to put their cabin numbers on their cabins.

Due to time, the issue of separating water funds from general funds will be tabled until the next meeting.
