PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE 2010-4
REGARDING TRESPASSING

Hello all. Once again winter has created some issues with trespassing. We have received notification from our neighbor up-canyon about snowmobiles crossing into their association. Last year we experienced the same problem which resulted in very expensive field sprinklers being broken by trespassing snowmobiles from our association.

We have been officially notified by the property owner that our members are not allowed to cross the north property line by any means. This means if you or your guest(s) do in fact trespass you will be arrested by the Summit County Sheriff's Office. The access to the north boundary has been gated in such a manner that you will be unable to turn around and likely stuck to await law enforcement. If you encounter the northern gate you are already outside of our association and in violation of the trespassing law.

We have in return officially notified our northerly neighbor that we will not allow their members to trespass in our association. Any violation will also result in an arrest. If you encounter anyone trespassing in our association notify the Summit County Sheriff's Office immediately.

Internally it has been brought to our attention that our own member and their guests seem to think that because snow is on the ground they can sled, ski, snowmobile or otherwise trespass on others property.

Let it be known that:

The field to our associations north is a farming field and as such has very expensive farming equipment that has been damaged by snowmobiles from our association crossing the fence.

The property around the parking area belongs to the associated cabins. It is not for unloading, parking or driving on or around. The A-frame and Quonset hut property owners deserve our respect as this is winter high-impact area.

The beaver pond property below  the upper parking lot is also private property and someone has very recently been operating their snowmobiles in that area illegally.

The hills just east of the ponds belong to private owners and are not for sledding, skiing or snowmobiling without the owner's permission. Just this last weekend a snowmobile dug into the dirt next to a road drainage area.

Whatever your means of travel to your cabin keep it on the roads or your own property. There is green space owned by our association on and around the lake. This area can be used by the members for recreation purposes year-round solely at the risk of the user as long as it does not adversely impact the area. HLA prohibits operation of motorized vehicles on the lake.

The speed limit is still 15 MPH even though it is winter. All motorized vehicles must adhere to the speed limit. Being run over by a snowmobile is just as deadly as a car, truck or ATV.

Parking rules are important for fair use by all members and could result in you car being towed if you fail to follow the winter parking regulations.
Please, please, please do not let your weekend winter retreat with family and friends turn in to an uncomfortable encounter with neighbors and Police. People take their property rights very seriously and as good neighbors we need to respect their rights.
